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1. Policy Statement: The associate director of assessment and evaluation or their designee of
the office of medical education shall provide a report regarding the structure, outcomes and
evaluations of the PLFSOM undergraduate medical education program to the Curriculum and
Educational Policy Committee (CEPC) each year at its regularly scheduled meeting in
September.

2. Reason for Policy: In order to fulfill their mission, the CEPC needs sufficient data to make
informed judgments about the curriculum and its outcomes.
